Parents are encouraged to turn into 

Larrakeyah Terrace or go around the 

Larrakeyah Base roundabout to make a left 

turn into the school from Packard Street. This 

helps to minimise traffic congestion along 

Packard Street in the mornings and 

afternoons as well as eliminate safety issues. 

The Base carpark at the back of the school 

next to the roundabout can also be 

accessed by parents for drop -off and pick -

up.  

The wearing of full school uniform is 

compulsory in all government schools. 

Children must wear their uniform to school 

every day which includes the school shorts/

skorts with school logo and wearing the 

school shirt. Shorts/skorts that do not have 

the school logo are not acceptable. The 

coloured PE shirt can only be worn on the 

day your child has a PE lesson.

BOD Facts: 19 February 1942, Darwin was struck by the largest air raid ever conducted on Australian soil. 
Over 680 bombs were dropped on the harbour, resulting in the loss of more than 230 lives, injuring over 
400 people, and leaving widespread destruction in its wake. But as a city and community we rebuilt.
