The 

Board took this opportunity to share the LPS's longstanding history of high performance and 

success, and to discuss the challenges we face around   traffic management for student safety 

and the school's infrastructure Master Plan. Our infrastructure goals include investment to expand 

our preschool, expand the number of classrooms available in our main school, and improve our 

STEAM facilities to position LPS in a leadership role amongst the Territory's public schools and 

create new opportunities for our students.   

 

You may have noticed our Principal, Fathma Mauger, remind parents about families about our 

school values ð Respect, Responsibility and Achievement - in a recent newsletter.
